Carbon Footprint Project: Launch of Phase 2 of the Coaching Programme

The Phase 2 of the Coaching Programme aims to support businesses in the south-west Indian
Ocean in implementing their decarbonisation actions, and thereby accelerating their low-
carbon transition.

This six-month programme is part of the Carbon Footprint Project, designed and implemented by Cap
Business OcA©an Indien with the supported of the Agence FranA8aise de DA©veloppement (AFD).
Around ten companies will be selected. They will first benefit from a collective support component by
joining the Regional Low-Carbon Working Group, followed by one-on-one coaching sessions tailored to
their specific contexts (sector, location, etc.).

Phase 2 targets Malagasy and Comorian companies (or groups of companies) that are already
engaged in, or ready to commit to, a low-carbon transition pathway.

Is your company eligible?

A

To take part in Phase 2, companies or groups of companies must:

— Be based in Madagascar or the Comoros, and be members of a chamber of commerce and industry
or a professional organisation;

— Have been operating for at least three years;
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— Have already completed a carbon footprint assessment (or be willing to invest in one) and be
engaged in a decarbonisation process;

— Operate in greenhouse gasa€“emitting, carbon-intensive sectors (e.g. agriculture, energy,
construction, distribution, logistics, or others);

— Have the financial and operational capacity, as well as the willingness, to implement the
recommendations provided and to share feedback and lessons learned.

Phase 1: Around fifty companies supported

Currently underway, Phase 1 of the coaching programme will come to a close in June. It was designed
to support companies that have completed their first carbon footprint assessment covering Scopes 1, 2
and 3, through the co-development of mitigation plans and training on the tools used within the Carbon
Footprint Project. The aim is to help beneficiaries move from diagnosis to action.

Eleven economic actors from Mauritius and Madagascar are benefiting from Phase 1, representing
around fifty companies across all sectors. This technical support has been fully funded by Cap
Business OcA©an Indien as part of its 20214€“2026 Action Programme, with support from the Agence
FranA8aise de DA©veloppement (AFD).
